§ Accept and sign arena rules agreement and
waivers.

8§ Wear ASTM-SEI certified riding helmet
while on a horse.

§ Submit permit fee for public arena usage.

§ 60 x 150 lighted indoor arena
8§ 100 x 200 outdoor arena

Arena Use Permit:

$10 per day. $40 per year.

Equestrian Facility Rental:

$125 per hour.
